Preparing Your Roof For Winter

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and ice can cause major damage to the surface of 
your roof, while melting water can easily penetrate 
the roof system causing leaks and potential damage 
below. Below, you'll find some helpful tips to prepare 
for the winter: 

• Do a basic check of the ceiling and interior 
walls for signs of leaks. Stains on the ceiling 
are usually a good indication. Seal all 
possible leak points before the weather gets 
worse; finding these points when the roof is 
covered with ice or snow will be problematic 
to say the least.  

• Check the roof for any signs of deterioration. 
Remove all loose debris from roof surface. 
Remember: snow is heavy and an old, weak 
roof will have difficulty supporting it. 

• Check expansion joints for signs of excessive 
movement, splits, thin sections of membrane, 
deteriorated caulking, and loose metalwork. 
Cold weather affects mortar and composite 
building materials by causing them to 
contract. If the materials are already loose, 
they will continue to separate, forming access 
points for water and wind into the facility.  

• Check HVAC ductwork, housings, 
condensation lines, pipes, and curb flashings. 
The condition of this equipment will affect the 
ability to keep heat in the facility. 

• Check all roof penetrations for damage. Any 
point of air or water infiltration needs to be 
restored to a properly sealed condition.  

• Check and clear drainage gutters, 
downspouts, and scuppers. Clean out all 
drains, and make certain they are working 
properly. Check that strainers and clamping 
rings are in place and secure. Drainage 
problems become a root cause of future roof 
failure. Excessive water weight is a danger in

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itself.  

Remember, the safest way to prepare your roof for 
winter is to hire a professional or to consider a 
maintenance plan. If you'd like to inspect it yourself, 
wait until late morning before walking the roof. After 
10:00 am, the roof will warm and begin to dry out, 
and there will be less fall hazards. In colder 
temperatures, membrane roof systems become 
harder, less flexible, and more susceptible to 
damage by puncture or sharp objects. So be careful 
up there!

We applied a 
complete re-cover system to address all potential 
leaks while keeping costs down. Recovering a roof is 
often a highly effective solution to major leaks, while 



offering a substantial savings to the customer 
compared to re-roofing. The scope of work consisted 
of a layer of 3/8" EPS roof insulation. Over the 
insulation, we installed a new Mule-Hide 60 mil TPO 
white membrane roof system complete with 
necessary flashings. Acme Nissan has been leak-
free since the work was finished.You can see many 
of our other recent projects here.
